e Carry out local arson vulnerability
assessments and work with local services
to remove litter and other potential fire
hazards.

* Work with the Police and other partners to
educate younger drivers and reduce road
traffic collisions.

* Continue to visit factories and industrial
sites on a regular basis to ensure we are
adequately prepared in the event of a fire.

e Carry out continuous off-Station training
exercises to make sure Firefighters remain
in a high state of readiness.
